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Information for Artists hiring Gallery Space. 
 Artists are responsible for hanging and promoting their own exhibition. All items should be priced (with 40% added) and labelled with information about the work. It is helpful if the artist can also provide an inventory of items left at the gallery with prices.  The artist should provide at least one and preferably two laminated A2 or A3 posters advertising the exhibition which can be placed outside the gallery.  Market Street is a very busy walk through from the car parks and supermarket to the town centre and these posters are very successful in bringing in passers-by. In addition it is useful to have a further A3 poster to display on the stair way of the gallery. Artists may wish to place a selection of A4 and A5 posters in a number of outlets. The following list shows a number of local shops that will take exhibition posters, they do not charge unless otherwise stated.
